Greetings in the Name of the Lord.  This month I would like to discuss the subject of the Renewing of the Mind.

Romans 12:1-2 is the foundation scripture for this subject.  The greatest need of the Church is the renewing of the mind.  The greatest need after being born again is for our minds to be renewed to God’s Word so that we can think, believe, talk and act like God.  God does not want us conformed to the world but rather He wants us to be transformed by the renewing of our minds.  Transformed physically by presenting our bodies to God.  Transformed mentally by renewing our minds.


The Greek work “present’ in verse one means “yield.”  Its meaning is in the same context of what the Spirit was saying in Romans 6:13-19 concerning yielding our members to righteousness instead of sin.  The word “renewing” in verse one is speaking of new thought patterns, new attitudes and new behavioral patterns.  The Greek word “conformed” in verse two means “fashioned”, “molded.”  We are not to be fashioned and molded after this world’s system.  The Greek word “transformed” is where we get our word “metamorphosis.”   It means a complete change.  This transformation is a process through the renewing of the mind.  A process of spiritual growth that will continue throughout our lifetime.


In the beginning when God created Adam his mind was in a perfect condition.  Genesis 2:19-20 shows the tremendous capacity Adam’s mind had.  His mind was enlightened to God’s Word (His Will).  Genesis, chapter three, shows the effect of sin upon his mind.  Adam’s spirit died separating him from God.  His mind was no longer influenced by his spirit  but it was ruled by his body (his flesh), the world, and the nature of Satan.


Ephesians 2:1-3 reveals the condition of man’s mind after the fall of Adam.  Ephesians 4:17-18 shows that man’s mind is blinded by darkness.  Colossians 1:21 says that we were enemies in our minds toward God.  Romans 8:7 declares that the carnal mind is enmity against God.  Second Corinthians 11:3 tells us that our minds have been effected by the corruption of sin.  Because of the fall of Adam we see the need and necessity of having a renewed mind (See Ephesians 4:22-24; Colossians 3:1-2,9-10).


The key to our spiritual growth hinges on the renewing of our minds.  Colossians 3:10 and Titus 3:5 reveal that the mind is renewed by the knowledge of God’s Word through the power of the Holy Spirit.  Ephesians 4:11-13 shows that the five-fold ministry has a part to play in bringing about the renewing of the mind by ministering the Word through the anointing of the Holy Spirit.  There are three stages involved in renewing the mind:

1. It first starts in your spirit --- the revelation of the Word is revealed by the 

Holy Spirit to your spirit.

2. Secondly from your spirit --- your mind becomes enlightened (renewed).  

Your spirit and your mind come into fellowship together.

3. Thirdly  your renewed mind --- brings information to your body.  Now begins the walking out of the Word in your life and the retraining of your body.


There are three things involved in renewing your mind:

1. Meditation of the Word 

2. Confession of the Word

3. Doing the Word

As we meditate (think on) the Word it opens our hearts to the Holy Spirit to reveal 

God’s Word.  The actual doing the Word is the end result of renewing our minds.


Renewing our minds is a daily application of meditating on the Word, being selective in our thought lives (Philippians 4:8), and bringing every thought captive to God’s Word (2 Corinthians 10:4,5).


The presenting of our body to God is a daily presentation and the renewing of our minds is a daily application (Romans 12:1-2; 2 Cor. 4:16).


As you meditate on the scriptures shared I trust that you will see more clearly the importance of renewing your mind to the Word of God.  As you continue to see the “how to” of this great principle you will apply yourself to it daily and reap the benefits.
