
Dear Beloved of Faith Family Fellowship,


Greetings in the Name of the Lord. This month I would like to share with you on the subject of The Present-Day Ministry of Jesus.


Today, many believers are not aware of the fact that Jesus has entered into a five-fold ministry at the right hand of God that directly affects the  Church.  It is vitally important to us as believers to know what Jesus is and what He has been doing on our behalf for the past 2,000 years; seeing how His present-day ministry affects our lives today. 


There are three phases of Jesus’ Ministry:


(1) Jesus’ Earthly Ministry:  Jesus, born of a virgin, came as a man with the authority of God.  As a man, He defeated Satan at every turn through the Word of God and the Holy Spirit (Matthew 4, Luke 4).  He was victorious in every area of life.


(2) Jesus: Our Sin Substitute: Jesus at the cross was made sin for us. He took upon Himself the human condition.  As our sin-substitute, He took our sin nature and the penalty for it - paying the price of Adam’s transgression.  Then He was resurrected victoriously over Satan, sin, and the world; thus liberating all of Mankind.  


(3) Jesus Seated At The Right Hand Of God: This is the current ministry of Jesus.  At the Father’s right hand Jesus is functioning in a present-day five-fold ministry on our behalf.  This five-fold ministry includes Jesus as our (a) High Priest, (b) Mediator, (c) Intercessor, (d) Advocate, and (e) Lord.


Everything that Jesus accomplished in His earthly ministry and at the cross would be to no avail if it were not for His present-day ministry.  Jesus not only gave His life for us, but is still giving His life for us in His present-day ministry.  A lack of knowledge of this and how to partake of its benefits will hinder us in being able to live a victorious Christian life.  


In order for us to fully understand how vital His present-day ministry is, it is important for us to look at each office and see how it affects us individually and  collectively as the Body of Christ.  Let’s begin by looking at the first office. 


JESUS OUR HIGH PRIEST: In John 20:11-17, we see Jesus carrying His blood into the Heavenly Holy of Holies to be accepted by the Supreme Court of the Universe as the red seal upon the document of our redemption.  Hebrews 9:11-14 shows that the High Priest under the Old Covenant was only a type of Christ being our High Priest under the New Covenant: Who fulfills all sacrificial offering types and shadows.  Once every year the High Priest entered the Holy of Holies with the blood of animals to make a yearly atonement for the sins of Israel. But Christ, as our High Priest, entered into the Holy of Holies with His own blood obtaining eternal redemption for us (Hebrews 9:22-28: Hebrews 10).  Jesus’ offering of Himself made it possible for Man to be redeemed, made righteous, receive eternal life, and have the standing of sons before God. 


How does Jesus function in His High Priestly office of ministry now?  In Hebrews 2:17-18, He is a merciful and faithful High Priest in things pertaining to God.  He, being tempted, is ever able to help them that are tempted.  Hebrews 4:14-16 tells us we have a great High Priest representing us in the heavens that can be touched with the feeling of our infirmities.  Through His High Priestly ministry, we are able to obtain mercy and grace to help in a time of need.  Hebrews 8:1-2 states that Jesus is our High Priest who takes our praise, worship, tithes and offerings, and prayers, presenting them to the Father. Hebrews 3:1 and 4:14 bear this out by telling us that Jesus is the High Priest of our profession (confession).  Therefore we are to hold fast the confession of our faith in God’s Word, enabling  Jesus to carry out and fulfill His will, plan, and purpose in our lives. 


Let the present-day ministry of Jesus become a reality to you as you meditate upon these scriptures.  His ministry directly affects you in your life as a believer.  Together, let us commit to allowing the present-day ministry of Jesus to effectively function in every area of our lives - bringing us victory and success!
