
Dear Beloved of Faith Family Fellowship,

Greetings in the Name of the Lord!  This month I would like to continue our study on The Present-Day Ministry of Jesus.

Last month we saw that there are three phases of Jesus’ Ministry:
(1) Jesus’ Earthly Ministry
(2) Jesus, Our Sin-Substitute on the Cross
(3) Jesus, Seated at the Right Hand of God
Hebrews 8:6 shows us that Jesus has obtained a Present-Day Five- Fold Ministry at the right hand of the Father on our behalf.  In order for us to fully understand how vital this Present-Day Ministry is we must understand the importance of each office and see how each one affects us as believers today.
Last month we began by looking at the first office:  Jesus our High Priest.  This month we will look at the second office.
JESUS OUR MEDIATOR –
In Hebrews 8:6 we see that Jesus is the Mediator of a new and better covenant.  Hebrews 9:15 states that Jesus, being the Mediator of the New Testament, has brought redemption to those who were under the first testament, the Old Testament.  Hebrews 12:24 reveals to us why Jesus is the Mediator of the New Testament.  His blood was sprinkled on the Mercy Seat in the Heavenly Holy of Holies and the New Testament was established.
First Timothy 2:5 says “There is one God, and one Mediator between God and men, the Man Christ Jesus.”  The sinner has no approach to God without a Mediator.  When he approaches Jesus as Saviour he partakes of His office as Mediator.  The sinner then has the legal right to partake of salvation.
Men’s condition is one of alienation from the life of God through Adam’s High Treason.  Therefore by becoming Man’s Mediator Jesus bridged the gap between God and Man.  Job 9:33 points to Man’s universal need for a Mediator.  By bridging the gap between God and Man, Jesus laid one hand on God and the other on man, reconciling man to God.
The word “Mediator” in the Greek means “a go-between” and “a middle man.”  Jesus become the “go-between” – the “middle man” on our behalf before God.
How does Jesus function in the office of Mediator now?
In John 1:1-4, 13-14 and Philippians 2:5-8 Jesus is shown as the perfect Mediator for two reasons:
1.  He is God
2. He is Man
Jesus being equal with God perfectly represents God.  Being equal with Man He perfectly represents Man He is in the class of God and man on an equal basis representing both.  Because God has accepted Jesus’ High Priestly function on our behalf He has accepted Jesus’ function as our Mediator.  As we receive Jesus as our Mediator by faith we have a legal right to approach God.
On the basis of Jesus’ Mediatorial function we have the privilege to stand in the presence of the Father God.  Because Jesus was our “go-between” – our “middle man” we can approach God in faith and with confidence as His people.
Thank God Jesus was obedient to the Father when He came to bridge the gap between lost humanity and God.  As you meditate on these scriptures allow the Holy Spirit to reveal to your heart the fullness of the reality of Jesus as your Mediator.
